Exemption-free tax regime
needs tweaks, say analysts

New Delhi, August 28

WITH FEW TAKERS for the
income tax regime without
exemptionsevenaftertwoyears
of its introduction, the govern-
ment may consider allowing
basic deductions and make the
slabs more graded to make it
more attractive to taxpayers
under different brackets,
according to analysts.

However,the dual regime tax
regime may continue for
anothertwo to three years until
the new one finds acceptability
through a mix of deductions
and lower tax rates.

Areviewofthenewregime —
introduced as an option for tax-
payers in FY21 along with the
conventional one that allows
exemptions but with relatively
higherrates —seemsnecessary,
given thelukewarmresponseto
it from taxpayers. A senior gov-
ernment official, however, said
anyreview could beundertaken
attheappropriate time.

Less than 1% of the taxpay-
ers who filed returns through
the Clear (previously ClearTax)
portal have opted for the new
regime, according to its CEO,
Archit Gupta. “The percentage
of taxpayers opting for the new
taxregimeisless because of the
non-availability of deductions.
Currently,the new taxregimeis
feasible for those having lower
incomes with no cash flow to

However, traditionally Indians
are diligent savers and tend to
maximise tax savingsand claim
deductions,” Gupta said.

One option is to introduce a
standard deduction of up to 2
lakh in the new regime sans
exemptions,and phase out the
oldregimeaftersometime,said
Sonu lyer, partnerat EY India.

“Alternatively the govern-
ment could look at introducing
standard deduction up to I2
lakhand retaining Section 80C/
80CCD deductions limited to
PF, PPF, LIC, pension, NPS and
80D for mediclaim in the new
regime. Insurance and retire-

ment savings would be encour-
aged and also, given we do not
haveaformalsecuritysystem to
take care of post-retirement
needs or medical emergencies,
tax breaks for such planning
should beincentivised byway of
allowing deductions for such
payments for medical insur-
ance, pensions and savings for
laterlife,” Iyer said.

The trade-off of tax savings
under the new regime is very
small. Maximum tax saving is
X78,000 for income up to X20
lakh, while the tax saving could
be as high as ¥4.29 lakh in the
oldregimeif one claimsahostof
deductions and exemptions.

Thereisan onerous condition of
alock-in if the individual tax-
payer with a business/ profes-
sion opts for the new regime.

In the old tax regime, some
70-odd deductionsand exemp-
tions are allowed, such as stan-
dard deduction, house rent
allowance and leave travel
allowance or deduction under
Section 80C (for various invest-
ments and payments such as
tuition fees, principal repay-
ment of housing loan), 80D (for
medical insurance/ expenses),
80TTA (savingsbankinterest) or
deduction of %2 lakh for hous-
ingloan interest,to name a few.

The exemption-free regime
offerslowertaxratesinagraded
manner, that is, 5% rate for
income of ¥2.5-5 lakh, 10% for
X5-7.5 lakh,15% forX7.5-10
lakh, 20% for ¥10-12.5 lakh,
25% for ¥12.5-15 lakh and
30% foroverX15 lakh.Analysts
say the six-slab structure may
also have confused people.

“Slabs may be reduced to
possibly three after some time
when there will be only one
regime,’ Iyer said, adding there
should be no tax up to %5 lakh,
10%taxonI5-101akh,20% on
X10-20 lakh and 30% on
income above ¥20 lakh.

If India must retain one tax
regime, it is most likely the new
one, where the government is
keen to wean taxpayers off
exemptions, said Aarti Raote,
partner, Deloitte India.

COME OCTOBER 2, FERTILIS-
ERS will be sold under a single
brand name, Bharat — a move
that will enable the govern-
ment curb subsidy outgo on
the soil nutrients.

According to sources, this
will also ensure uniformity in
fertiliser supplies and elimi-
nate unhealthy competition
among companies.

Under the current system,
agents and dealers of fertiliser
companies influence farmers'
purchase decisions. After the
rollout of the one nation, one
fertiliserinitiative, farmerswill
get quality fertiliser without
bothering about brands.

At present, the subsidy
components of various fertilis-
ers sold through 177 manu-
facturers are 80% for urea,
659% for di-amonimum phos-
phate,55% fornitrogen, phos-
phorus and potassium — NPK
(55%) and 31% for muriate of
potash.

The government had
incurred X1.62 trillion as fer-
tiliser subsidy in 2021-22.
In 2020-21, the subsidy
was <1.32 trillion, which
included a freight subsidy of
39,063 crore.

The subsidy bill in the cur-
rent fiscal is estimated to be in
therange of2.2 -%2.3 trillion
aselevated global prices of fer-
tilisersand natural gas, the key
feedstock, have inflated costs.

Officials said despite differ-
ent brand names, nutrient
contents of fertilisers remain
the same as stipulated under
the Fertiliser Control Order,
1985.“After the introduction
of ‘Bharat’ brand, farmers
would not be confused in
choosing the brand and it
would encourage companies
to capture local markets, thus
ensuring timely availability of
fertiliser to the farmers,” said
an official.

While fertiliser manufac-
turersareyet torespond tothe
decision to do away with mul-
tiple brands, an official with
one unit told FE the move
could dilute brand valuation of
the companies.

A fertiliser ministry notifi-
cation issued last week said
manufacturers can display
their name, brand, logo and
other relevant product infor-
mation on one-third space of
the bags.

Movement of fertilisers
across states causes delays in
their transportation, while
pushing up the freight subsidy
burden for the government,
the note said.

Officials said several fer-
tiliser units from the western
part of the country market
their products in the eastern
region,while unitsin thenorth
supply fertiliser towesternand
southern regions.

The government released
the fertiliser subsidy to manu-
facturers, who sold their pro-
duce to farmers through their
retail chains. Since the intro-
duction of the direct benefit
transfer system in October
2016, fertiliser subsidies have
beenreleased to companieson
the basis of sales made by the
retailers to the farmers.

Sale of all subsidised fer-
tiliser to farmers or buyers is
currently made through point
of saledevicesinstalled at out-
lets since March 2018 and
beneficiaries are identified
through Aadhaar, Kisan Credit
Card and other documents.

THE GOVERNMENT HAS
banned exports of wheat flour
and related products to keep
domestic supplies steady and
curba pricerise.Nevertheless, it
will allow exports of such prod-
ucts to food-deficit nations,
based on requests from their
governments.

With this, the export policy
for wheat products has been
brought on a par with that of
wheat. According to a notifica-
tion dated August 27 by the
Directorate General of Foreign
Trade, exports of wheat flour

(atta), maida, semolina (rava/
sirgi),wholemeal attaand resul-
tant atta are now prohibited.
The move follows an irra-
tional spike in outbound ship-
ments of wheat products in
recent months, which has
threatened to undermine the
government’s ban on wheat
exportsimposedon May13.The
government  subsequently

exports of wheat products con-
tinued, the government has
stepped in to prohibit them.On
August 25, the Cabinet decided
to restrict exports of wheat or
meslin flour.
